Inmate/Outmate
The Inmate/Outmate program provides services for high risk DUI offenders. In collaboration with Intervention, Inc. clients receive case management, clinical therapy, and DUI education.  The program typically begins while an offender is incarcerated and continues upon release from Jefferson County Jail. Offenders must be sentenced to this program to participate.
With the groundbreaking (OBH approved) manualized curriculum developed by The Change Companies, DUI offenders participate in an interactive treatment program that includes journaling and development of a Personal Change Plan.

Individual Therapy

Based on the specific needs of a client, individual therapy utilizes a variety of treatment modalities for evaluation and follow-up, as well as an avenue to work on the individual’s specific treatment needs.  Ses​sions are focused and allow the therapist to investigate issues not conducive to group therapy.

After thorough evaluation, a client is placed in the appropriate level of care to include group and/or individual therapy, and monitoring.
